The four storey brick and  tile symmetrical build ing (1909) has a three storey south 

facing verandah, dormer windows and a decorative cupola.   The garden's Moreton 

Bay Fig Tree and  fences are included  in the listing.  A bas-relief frieze around part of 

the upper floor reflects the wrought iron pattern of the verandahs of the Fire Brigade 

Build ing further west in Murray Street.

7. STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE OF PLACE (ASSESSMENT IN DETAIL) 

The place has been assessed  by the National Trust of Australia (WA) and has been 

entered  in the Register held  by that body as a classified  build ing with the following 

statement of significance: 

Both the original build ing and  the garden fence are handsome examples of their 

period . 

The build ing is a fine complement to the RPH Administrative Quarters located  

immediately to the east. 

The build ing utilises the red  brick which is the predominant build ing material 

within the precinct (Murray Street East) and  it is compatible in scale with the other 

build ings of the precinct of the RPH Group. 

The generously scaled  three storeyed  verandah with its concrete lower storey and  

timber upper storeys is worthy of particular note. 

The garden is an important component of the scale and  character of the build ing, 

particularly the space between it and  the Administrative Quarters. 

The place has also been assessed  by the Australian Heritage Commission and  has 

been entered  in the Register of the National Estate with the following statement of 

significance: 

A cohesive group.  The gardens are of special note, emphasising the character and  

scale of the two taller build ings.  The Moreton Bay Fig dominates the street space.
