Bruce Rock Shire Offices, a two-storey civic building in Inter-War
Georgian Revival style, has cultural heritage significance for the following
reasons:
the development of the place represents the growing prosperity of
the Bruce Rock township and surrounding wheatbelt district during
the 1920s, and continuing growth in the 1960s and 1970s;
the place is valued by the local community for its associations with
the Bruce Rock Road Board and local government in Bruce Rock
since 1920;
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the place contributes to the community’s sense of place and is
dominant in the streetscape; and

the place is a good representative example of a rural civic
administration building constructed in the late 1920s.
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
